Begin using the gray can immediately for iecyclable materials' You may place the can

out at the curb beginning May 26. Recyclingpick-up will be every two weeks as denoted

by the un-shaded weeks on the calendar'

Savings are anticipated in reduced transportation costs, reduced trash tipping fees and

reduced equipment costs. The succest of ttit program is expected to result in tax dollar

savings.
